Record development assistance for
health in 2021

* |n 2021, Sweden’s development assistance for health
amounted to SEK 6.6 billion, the largest amount ever.

* The increase Is partly due to new Initiatives in response to
the COVID-19 pandemic, which accounted for 11% of
development assistance for health.

* 57% of development assistance for health was channelled
via the Ministry for Foreign Affairs (MFA), and 43% via Sida.
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Total aid also Increased

» Development assistance for health accounted for
12.7% of total aid, higher than in 2020 but lower
than previous years due to the general increase
In aid.

* According to the OECD DAC, in 2021 Sweden
provided the most aid In relation to Its gross
national income (GNI) — 0.92% — of any country
In the world.
